he Democratic Alliance (DA)
I has increased its parliamentary
representation from seven in
1994 to 67 in this year’s election.
That’s a rise of almost 1 000%, a
spectacular performance by any stan-
dards. Of course, like the African Na-
tional Congress (ANC), the former
Democratic Party swallowed a few
erstwhile National Party members
(and others) along the way.

Especially interesting about the rise
in support for the DA — from 1.7%
of the total vote in 1994 to 16.7% this
year — is that it occurred despite the
hostility of much of the media to the
party. The stances taken and the style
adopted by the former leader, Mr
Tony Leon, and the current leader, Ms
Helen Zille, were often harshly criti-
cised. It’s almost as if their success
was built on listening to what the
media advised and then doing the
opposite.

In particular, Mr Leon was accused
of being too confrontational. But the
rise of the DA and the decline of other
opposition parties shows that nearly a
fifth of the electorate are comfortable
with a robust opposition. Ms Zille’s
‘stop Zuma’ slogan before the recent
poll suggests that she too will not shy
away from being tough, no matter
what members of the commentariat in
the Fourth Estate think.

Ms Zille has recently been in hot
water with the Fourth Estate all over
again, partly for not adhering to de-
mographic proportionality and gender
‘representivity’ in the appointment of
her executive council in the Western
Cape. She is likely to be proved right
once again, however.

Government at all levels in South
Africa is in such a mess that the
country cannot afford to make execu-
tive appointments except on merit.
Even with the sabotage she will
face from the ANC, she is likely to
run a better administration than
provinces or departments whose poli-
tical and other executives are chosen
for quota, factional, or deployment
purposes.

Ms Zille is to be particularly
commended for applying the liberal
principle of individual merit at a
time when so few people are
willing to question political correct-
ness in the form of racial and gender
quotas. Her example, it is to be
hoped, will inspire others also to
ignore the requirements of political
correctness.

That the ruling party applies the
new ideology of racial and gender
‘representivity’ is bad enough. That
so much of business and the media
has so uncritically bought into it is
alarming. — John Kane-Berman

Danger: men planning

acob Zuma’s government is likely to continue the Mbeki government’s
harmful interventionist policies.

r Trevor Manuel, as the
quote below shows, is a
realist about planning.

Who better then to put in charge of
the new National Planning Commis-
sion?

President Jacob Zuma says Mr
Manuel will not be responsible for
formulating economic policy. This
job has gone to Mr Ebrahim Patel,
with Mr Rob Davies at trade and
industry responsible for imple-
mentation. These two appointments
to the Cabinet are on the face of it a
victory for the dirigistes — those
who want an interventionist State.
(It is not helpful to describe them as
Left because there are just as many
on the Right: George W Bush
greatly extended the scope of the
American federal government.)

Their appointment further implies
that the role of the National Treasury
in formulating economic policy will
be diminished.

The new finance minister, Mr
Pravin Gordhan, emphasises con-
tinuity. But there are a few riders
here. One is that Parliament has
already passed legislation empower-
ing MPs to tamper with the budget.
The second is that Mr Manuel’s
achievements in reducing the budget
deficit are already at risk given
rising social spending and a likely
decline in tax revenues. The third is
that Mr Gordhan is willing to re-
assess the 3%-6% inflation target.

Mr Gordhan’s appointment has
been welcomed as a sign that fiscal
and monetary policy will remain
unchanged. If so, the scope of Mr
Patel’s ministry may be limited.
However, much of the positive
response from business and other

commentators to the new Cabinet
overlooks the firmly embedded
structural trends towards a much
more interventionist — dirigiste —
economy that began several years
ago.

The risk is less that fiscal and
monetary policy will be thrown to
the winds than that the private sector
will be subject to more regulation
and bureaucracy — and the
attendant corruption, arbitrariness,
and delay.

Greater regulation of private
health care is on the way. Plans for a
national retirement fund are in the
pipeline. As the next article shows,
these kinds of interventions can have
all sorts of unintended, and harmful,
consequences.

Then there is industrial policy,
also replete with harmful conse-
quences. Policy for the fabric sector
(quotas against Chinese imports) has
done serious damage. The motor
industry policy keeps car prices
high. Telecommunications policy
keeps up prices in that sector. The
cheap electricity policy led to major
power shortages and lost mining
output.

A country with vast reserves of
coal has to ration electricity!

We now face more interventions,
some at the behest of Luthuli House.
The African National Congress
(ANC), having already set up a state
diamond trader, wants to set up a
state mining company. There has
been talk of state-owned pharma-
ceutical and shipbuilding compa-
nies.

This makes Mr Manuel’s role
intriguing. Will he be able to stop
such grandiose nonsense? Or has he

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fix public schooling. Why this can-
not be done by able line ministers
has not been explained. But it
suggests that the Zuma government
and the ANC have something more
ambitious in mind — a suspicion
reinforced by the appointments of
Messrs Patel and Davies, protec-
tionists both.

More interventions risk more
harm. The more planners and gen-
eral policy-making ministers there
are, the more plans we will get and
the more mistakes there will be.

This is not because of any defect
in the ANC, though its deployment
policy, corruption, and incompe-
tence make matters worse. It is
because planning involves making
assumptions about the future and
betting real money on those
assumptions. When entrepreneurs
do this and get things wrong they
can quickly close down the failed

business
and try
something
else. They
lose  only
their own

and their shareholders’ money.
When over-ambitious governments
get things wrong they find it
extremely difficult to change course,
no matter what the cost to the public.
Even the most experienced scenario
builders — such as Mr Clem Sunter
— seldom go beyond the “What if?’
stage.

The best industrial policy is not
to have an industrial policy per se.
Rather the role of the State is to
provide essential public infra-
structure — especially roads, rail-
ways, and harbours — and then
create a policy environment that
fosters risk-taking and investment
by the private sector. The formula is
globally known: robust competition,
low taxes, protection of property
rights, decent public education and
health care, liberal immigration
laws, the rule of law, regulation only
where absolutely essential, low
crime, and policy predictability. *

Disasters in the making

he unintended — and sometimes predictable — consequences of poor
legislation and policy choices can be horrendous, in South Africa and

elsewhere.

eckless lending, extravagant
Rspending, excessive liqui-

dity, and the push by the
Clinton White House to extend
home-ownership have been blamed
for the second worst economic
crisis to afflict the world in the last
100 years. Those few people —
notably Professor Nouriel Roubini
— who warned of the consequences
of the deadly mix of poor policy
and worse regulation were laughed
off. Notoriously, even the ratings
agencies failed to bark.

Not all poor polices have
catastrophic global consequences.
But for their victims they can still
be deadly: how many people in
poor countries have died of malaria
as a result of the cruel ban on DDT

( n o t
enforced by
South
Africa)?
How much

growth has
China forfeited because its one-
child policy promoted the abortion
of female foetuses and thereby
distorted both the age and the sex
structure of its population, so that
China will find itself short of
younger workers?

South Africa in the last fifteen
years has made some sound policy
choices, most notably the decision
to cut the budget deficit. Though
unpopular in some circles, this was
casy to do and has had the desired
consequences. We have also made
the sound policy choice not to
promote bio-fuels, whose subsidisa-
tion in the US and elsewhere helped
push up food prices.

But we have also made some
poor choices and enacted some bad
legislation. For example:

® Mining legislation has retard-
ed investment and caused us to lose
out on the recent global commo-
dities boom,;

® The establishment of a state
diamond trading company restrict-
ed the supply of stones to the local
cutting and polishing industry,

A

leading to workshop closures and
job losses;

® Legislation to control medi-
cine prices has contributed to
factory closures and job losses in
the pharmaceutical industry, while
also putting independent pharma-
cies out of business and so reducing
both competition and consumer
choice;

® The closure of nursing col-
leges has caused shortages of
nurses in both the public and the
private sector;

® The imposition of restrictions
on Chinese imports has helped to
undermine both the textile and the
clothing industry in South Africa;

® The closing down of the
commandos has jeopardised secu-
rity on farms;

® The removal of the army from
border control has allowed illegal
immigrants to flow into the country
unchecked as the police have been
an ineffective replacement;

® The shutting down of detec-
tive units has undermined the
ability of the police force to catch
criminals;

® The removal of scarce (white)
skills from local government has
handicapped the ability of a great
many municipalities to provide
proper services; and

® The introduction of ill-
conceived land reform polices has
undermined commercial farming
and set up many of the supposed
beneficiaries of land reform for
failure.

Some of these mistakes have
been admitted by the Government,
which, for example, promised to
amend the mining legislation to
make it more investor-friendly. The
new police minister is talking of
sending the army back to the
borders. The previously inhuman
policy on AIDS is also being
changed.

AIDS aside, nowhere have the
effects of poor choices been as far-
reaching as in education. Notably:

® The abandonment of the

apprenticeship system and the
imposition of the costly and largely
ineffective sector education and
training authorities (Setas) have
exacerbated the skill shortage the
country inherited from the apartheid
system,;

® ‘Outcomes based education’
has prejudiced schoolchildren be-
cause teachers were never properly
prepared to teach it, whatever it
might be;

® The packaging-out of white
teachers has aggravated the
shortage of qualified teachers;

® The closure of scores of
teacher training colleges — a
decision attacked last year by Mr
Jacob Zuma — has made that situa-
tion worse;

® The removal of disciplinary
powers from school principals has
helped to render many schools
unsafe;

® The introduction of no-fee
schools has caused a flight from
such schools and undermined their
viability; and

® The enforced merger of
various tertiary institutions has
created so many problems that the
academic standards and educa-
tional output of some of these
institutions have been jeopardised.

The outgoing education minis-
ter, Ms Naledi Pandor, has even
admitted to the ‘unintended con-
sequences’ of what she once sug-
gested might turn out to be ‘careless
experimentation’ in the education
system. The new higher education
minister, Mr Blade Nzimande, has
suggested undoing some of the
tertiary mergers.

Even the best-laid plans may
have undesirable unintended con-
sequences. But in many of the
examples above, warnings were
simply ignored. One way of mini-
mizing the risk of such mistakes in
future is for Parliament to establish
a proper procedure for assessing the
likely impact of legislation before
enactment, as set out in the next
article.*
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¢ ¢parliament should ensure that it
develops the necessary skills and
capacity (both among Members of
Parliament and staff) to effectively
monitor the impact of legislation,
both before and after its adoption.

The Panel recommends that an
Impact Assessment Report on the
likely impact of each bill should be
attached when the bill is tabled in
Parliament. The Executive should
be required to undertake such
assessments before the bill is
tabled in Parliament. This report:
1. Must examine the relevant and
likely budgetary, financial, eco-
nomic, administrative, social,
gender, environmental and other
impacts if the bill in question is
enacted;

2. Should further explain clearly
the scope of any law-making and
other powers being delegated to
ministers or officials, and why it is
thought necessary to delegate;

3. Should also clearly set out the
criteria in terms of which any
discretionary powers are to be
exercised; and

4. Should summarise all submis-
sions (written and oral) from
outside bodies regarding the bill
and contain the department’s
response to each of these sub-
missions. The parliamentary com-
mittee processing the bill should in
turn respond to all submissions
made to it.

The impact of legislation must
also be monitored after its
enactment. Such monitoring by
Parliament must consider inter
alia: unintended consequences of
legislation, failure by the Execu-
tive or other organs of state to take
required actions in response to
legislation, and the extent to which
the objectives and implementation
targets of legislation is achieved.

Careful consideration must be
given to cost, administrative and
other implications of legislation
before enactment in order to assess
the feasibility of implementing
legislation.

The objectives and impleme-
ntation targets of legislation
should be clearly expressed in
order to facilitate Parliament’s role
in monitoring the impact of

legislation.
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Look hefore you legislate

arliament should do more homework before
passing laws. The adoption of a policy re-
quiring this should lead to better legislation
and more successful implementation of all aspects

of policy.

he new Speaker of the

I National Assembly, Mr Max

Sisulu, was a member of a

panel appointed at the end of 2006

by one of his predecessors, Ms

Baleka Mbete, to assess the per-
formance of Parliament*.

A key recommendation of the
panel was that Parliament make
much more effort to monitor the
impact of legislation. This would
entail considering the likely impact
of legislation before enactment as
well as the actual impact after
enactment. Another key proposal
was that Parliament exercise more
rigorous supervision of delegated

legislation (see box on the
left).
Legislation, 99% of which

emanates from the Cabinet, is the
legal incarnation of policy.

Passing laws is ecasy, imple-
menting them more problematic.
Capacity may be lacking, or there
may be unintended consequences
(as the article opposite shows).
Legislation may not even have been
costed properly: AIDS activists who
testified to the panel complained
that national health legislation had
been enacted without proper atten-
tion to budgetary implications; the
lack of resources meant that the law
was but a ‘wish list’.

Before enactment by Parliament
itself, legislation usually passes
through one or another of the
committees set up to monitor each
cabinet portfolio. The committees
are supposed to invite public
comment on draft legislation and
hear testimony or receive submis-
sions from interested parties.

The implication of the panel’s
recommendations is that a minister
introducing a bill should attach to it
not only the usual memorandum
explaining its objectives, but also a
report setting out its likely financial,
administrative, and other conse-
quences. In addition, the report
should summarise all written and
oral submissions about the bill to the
department or portfolio committee

responsible. The report should
further include the department’s
response to all submissions. Mem-
bers of Parliament (MPs) would
then be better informed before
enacting the bill. Press and
public would likewise be better
informed .

The panel proposed as well that
reports attached to bills empower-
ing ministers to issue regulations
(‘delegated legislation’) should
explain exactly what powers are
being delegated and why. Em-
powering ministers in this way is
often necessary as Parliament
cannot always deal with the detail
involved. It is nevertheless risky
because it removes law-making

from public
scrutiny.
Subsequent
to enactment,
all legislation
should be mo-

nitored to assess whether it is
achieving the desired objectives.
Unintended consequences should
also be identified.

A proper system of prior and
subsequent impact assessment
would involve greater diligence on
the part of many MPs. It would also
necessitate increasing the research
staff available to MPs and the
various committees, which were
among the other recommendations
of the panel. A further requirement
is that more attention is given by
committees to the submissions they
receive. The panel heard complaints
from various organisations in civil
society that their submissions were
not properly considered.

Not dealt with by the panel, but
obviously also relevant, is that
Parliament should be a proper
law-making body and not merely a
sub-committee doing the bidding of
the headquarters of the African
National Congress (ANC) in Luthuli
House.

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Provincial Profiles

Highs, lows, ups and downs, and best and worst

his issue of Fast Facts presents a comparative report on the state of
the nine provinces in South Africa. Various socio-economic indicators
are used to create rankings of how the provinces fare when compared
to one another in the following areas: demographics, the economy, education,
health, living conditions, and crime. Although the provinces face common
challenges, they all have different strengths and weaknesses. Furthermore,
certain common trends are apparent.

Economies

n 2007, the best performing
Iprovincial economies were

Gauteng, KwaZulu-Natal, and
the Western Cape. These pro-
vinces had growth rates of 5.7%
for both Gauteng and the Western
Cape, and 5.2% in KwaZulu-
Natal. The provincial economies
of Gauteng, KwaZulu-Natal, and
the Western Cape contributed
33.5%, 16.2%, and 14.5% res-
pectively to national gross domes-
tic product (GDP).

(The 2007 figures are the latest
provincial breakdowns available.)

Together these three provinces
therefore made up almost two-
thirds of national GDP at 66%,
meaning that the other six
provinces combined contributed
only 34% to national GDP.

The financial and business
sector contributed the most to the
gross geographic product (GGP)
of both the Western Cape and
Gauteng, at 27% and 22% res-
pectively. Manufacturing made
the second highest contribution to
both these provinces, at 20% for
Gauteng, and 16% for the Western
Cape.

In KwaZulu-Natal, the manu-
facturing sector contributed the
most to the provincial economy, at
22%. The financial and business
sector was second, at 17%.

Trade was the third largest
sector for all three provinces at
15% for the Western Cape, and
12% each for Gauteng and
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KwaZulu-Natal.

These three provinces (in the
first quarter of 2009) had the
lowest official unemployment
rates of all provinces, with the
Western Cape having the lowest
official unemployment rate at
18%, following by Gauteng at
22%, and KwaZulu-Natal at 23%.

These three provinces also had
the highest average annual house-
hold incomes of R147 648 in the
Western Cape, R142935 in
Gauteng, and R93 211 in Kwa-
Zulu-Natal.

The three provinces mentioned
above also had the highest levels
of economic activity, as shown by
their growth rates and con-
tributions to national GDP. These
provinces were also more
successful  than  others in
absorbing people into jobs, as
their unemployment rates were
lowest.

HIV/AIDS

In 2009, KwaZulu-Natal had
the highest proportion of all
provincial populations that was
HIV positive, at 16%. In compari-
son, the Western Cape had the
lowest proportion of the provin-
cial populations that was HIV
positive, at 6%.

The health indicators of both
these provinces were affected by
the number of HIV infections.
KwaZulu-Natal had the worst
adult and under-five mortality
rates in South Africa, at 72 and 88
respectively. KwaZulu-Natal also

had the lowest estimated life
expectancy of all provinces, at 43
years in 2010.

By 2010, it is estimated that
HIV/AIDS will cause 58% of all
deaths in KwaZulu-Natal — the
highest of all provinces.

In comparison, the Western
Cape had the best health indica-
tors of all the provinces. Its adult
and under-five2 mortality rates
were 38 and 37 respectively, and
the Western Cape had the highest
life expectancy in the country at
an estimated 60 years in 2010.

In comparison to the high
levels in KwaZulu-Natal, HIV/
AIDS would cause 29% of all
deaths in the Western Cape in
2010 — the lowest proportion in
the country.

The above suggests that
provincial health indicators are to
a great extent determined by the
number of HIV/AIDS infections
in the province. Of all the chal-
lenges that face provincial health
departments, controlling the effect
of the HIV/AIDS pandemic is
central to improving the lives, and
life span, of their people.

Services
In 2007, the three Ileast
urbanised provinces were Lim-
popo, Mpumalanga, and the

Eastern Cape, with 10%, 38%,
and 39% of the population living
in urban areas respectively.

These three provinces, particu-
larly the Eastern Cape, all had the
worst service delivery indicators
in 2007.
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In the Eastern Cape, the pro-
portion of households with access
to water in their dwelling, off site,
or on site was 73% — the lowest
proportion of households in the
country with access to this service
— while 24% of households still
used the bucket system.

Limpopo and Mpumalanga
also had some of the worst
indicators, with a respective 83%
and 89% of households having
access to water in their dwelling,
off site, or on site. Some 11% of
households in Limpopo still used
the bucket system. This is
compared to the Western Cape
and Gauteng, where a respective
99.5% and 98% of households
had access to water in their
dwelling, off site, or on site.

The Eastern Cape also had the
lowest proportion of households
that used electricity for lighting
— at 66%. Limpopo and Mpuma-
langa once again had some of the
worst indicators, with a respective
81% and 82% of households
using electricity for lighting. In
comparison, 94% of households
in the Western Cape used elec-
tricity for lighting.

It is evident that people living
in more rural provinces still
receive the worst delivery of
services.

Education

There are two aspects to take
into account when looking at
education in South Africa: the
level of education, as measured
by the proportion of educated
people living in each province
with degrees; and the standard of
the education system, as measur-
ed by the matric and university
entrance pass rates in each
province.

In 2007, the Western Cape and
Gauteng had the highest propor-
tions of people with education. In
the Western Cape, only 3% of the
population had no education,

while in Gauteng this figure was
at 4%. The Western Cape also had
the highest proportion of the
population over 15 years that was
literate, at 97%, followed by
Gauteng at 94%.

These two provinces also had
the highest proportions of the
population that held a degree or
higher, at 6% for Gauteng, and
5% for the Western Cape.

The same two provinces also
had the highest matric and univer-
sity entrance pass rates. In the
Western Cape, the 2008 matric
pass rate was 78%, followed by
Gauteng at 76%. The university
entrance pass rate for 2008 was
33% in the Western Cape,
followed by 31% in Gauteng.

These two provinces both had
large economies, the two highest
average annual incomes in the
country, and the lowest un-
employment rates.

In comparison, the provinces
with the least educated popu-
lations were Limpopo, Mpuma-
langa, and the Eastern Cape.
Limpopo and Mpumalanga had
the highest proportions of the
population with no education, at
18% and 15% respectively. These
two provinces also had the lowest
proportions of the population
older than 15 that were literate —
82% for Mpumalanga and 83%
for Limpopo.

These three provinces had the
lowest matric and university
entrance pass rates in 2008. The
Eastern Cape had the lowest
matric pass rate, at 51%, followed
by Mpumalanga at 52%, and
Limpopo at 54%. Limpopo and
Mpumalanga both had a univer-
sity entrance pass rate of 13%,
followed by the Eastern Cape at
14%.

These three provinces had the
worst service delivery indicators
of all the provinces, as already
mentioned. They also had the
lowest average annual household

incomes in the country, at
R75 487 for Limpopo, R76 651
for the Eastern Cape, and
R80 727 for Mpumalanga.

Crime

There seems to be a connection
between the crime experienced by
each province, and the average
income of the households living
in that province.

In Limpopo, the province with
the lowest average annual house-
hold incomes, crime rates were at
their lowest. This was true for the
murder, rape, aggravated robbery,
residential burglary, and motor
vehicle theft rates, at a respective
13, 52, 45, 220, and 23 per
100 000 people.

In comparison the province
with the highest average annual
household income, the Western
Cape, had the worst rates for:
murder, business burglary, and
residential burglary at a respective
59, 220, and 876 per 100 000
people. Between 1994 and 2008,
the Western Cape’s murder,
aggravated robbery, and residen-
tial burglary rates increased the
most out of all provinces.

By March 2009 the Western
Cape had the second highest
number of police officials for the
population, at one police official
for every 300 people, while
Limpopo had the lowest number
of police officials for the
population at one police official
for every 528 people.

In Gauteng, the province that is
often seen as the most crime
ridden, the crime rates were
highest for aggravated robbery at
526 per 100 000 people, and for
motor vehicle theft at 413 per
100 000 people.

Out of all the provinces,
Gauteng’s crime rates decreased
the most between 1994 and 2008
— especially the murder, rape, and

residential burglary rates.
